An excellent structure serves to orient the audience in the beginning, guide the audience through the work in a logical and often methodical manner, and emphasize the important details. For persuasive presentations, an excellent structure serves to identify the key assertions and to make a compelling argument for those assertions.

Excellent visuals make material easy to understand and remember.  For persuasive presentations excellent visuals also clarify the assertions and present cogent evidence. Excellent visuals do not overwhelm the audience with large amounts of text or hypnotize audiences with bullet list after bullet list.


An excellent delivery engages the audience. In an excellent delivery, the speaker looks the audience in the eye and conveys a sincere enthusiasm for the subject. An excellent delivery does not include distracting habits such as dancing or saying um.
